SECTION 4 : FIRST AID MEASURES

SECTION 5 : FIREFIGHTING MEASURES

SECTION 7 : HANDLING AND STORAGE

7.1. Precautions for safe handling
Always wash hands after handling.

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Fire prevention :
Handle in well-ventilated areas.
Vapours are heavier than air. They can spread along the ground and form mixtures that are explosive with air.

Prevent the formation of flammable or explosive concentrations in air and avoid vapor concentrations higher than the
occupational exposure limits.

Do not spray on a naked flame or any incandescent material.
Do not pierce or burn, even after use.

Use the mixture in premises free of naked flames or other sources of ignition and ensure that electrical equipment is suitably
protected.

Keep packages tightly closed and away from sources of heat, sparks and naked flames.
Do not use tools which may produce sparks. Do not smoke.
Prevent access by unauthorised personnel.

Where the personnel must carry out work in a booth, whether for spraying or otherwise, the ventilation may be inadequate to
control particles and solvent vapors in every case.

It is therefore recommended that personnel wear masks with a compressed air supply during spraying operations until the
concentration of particles and solvent vapors has fallen below the exposure limits.

Avoid skin and eye contact with this mixture.
Packages which have been opened must be reclosed carefully and stored in an upright position.
